Washington and Idaho: Centennial Trail Ride

“On September 23 we drove to Bowl and Pitcher State Park
and set up camp. We jumped on our bikes to do the first

nine miles of the Centennial Trail that headed north right
out of the campsite. The next day-the actual “Bike Your
Park Day”-we left Bowl and Pitcher State Park near
Spokane on the Centennial Trail heading toward Idaho. The

trail markers and paved trail made it so easy to get to the
Washington-Idaho state line. We enjoyed stopping to
read many of the historical information markers along
the trail. We continued on the Centennial Trail into
Idaho, finishing in beautiful Coeur d’Alene. We enjoyed
the evening in the lovely little city before heading back
on the Centennial Trail to Bowl and Pitcher Park where
we camped once more.
